Recent Clinical Experience Required
LICENSING

POLICY:  It is a policy of the Board of Licensure in Medicine that an applicant for an emergency MD license must document active clinical practice in another state for at least 3 months in the 12 months preceding application.

HISTORY:  The Board recognizes that medical knowledge changes and increases rapidly.  Applicants for permanent licensure are carefully scrutinized to assure “currency.”  An applicant for Temporary licensure is also required to demonstrate recent clinical practice to assure “currency.”  Likewise an applicant for an emergency license must demonstrate the same requirement of “currency.”
