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POLICY:  It is the policy of the Board of Licensure in Medicine that when a licensee fails to apply for license renewal while a complaint is outstanding against the licensee, the license will be allowed to proceed through the non-renewal lapse process and lapse for non-renewal, unless the Board takes affirmative action to hold the expiring license in pend status.  
PROTOCOL:  Each month’s list of “late renewal” letters of notification will be provided to the investigative unit.  Staff will confirm status of any open complaints.  If staff determines that there is reason to hold the license in “pend” status rather than proceeding through the lapse process, a recommendation will be made at the next board meeting.  By affirmative vote the Board may then instruct that the lapse notification process be suspended until all outstanding complaints are adjudicated.  
EFFECTIVE DATE:	October 14, 2014
HISTORY:  This process will assure that licensees will automatically lose the ability to practice medicine in Maine by failing to apply for license renewal, as intended in statute.
