SECTION IV. - BOARD POLICY


Physician Assistant Multiple Registration Fee Cap
Licensing

POLICY: A Physician Assistant may enter into an unlimited number of supervisory relationships, but the total relationship registration fees paid shall be limited to five (5).

HISTORY:  Some Physician Assistants register with many Primary Supervising Physicians because they work at various practices.  The cost of registering each supervising relationship is currently $50.  All the relationships must be registered, but, to curtail costs, the Board’s policy is to cap the number of registered relationships for which fees must be paid at five (5).

June 7, 2007 clarification:  When the fee cap concept was presented for board discussion it related to a biennial renewal situation for a single PA.  When voting, it was the intent of the Board that this cap be applied only at the biennial renewal of the PA/MD supervisory relationship registration which occurs simultaneously with the PA license renewal.  Implementation of the cap at any other time would be extremely cumbersome and will not be attempted.  Therefore, the fee cap does not apply to initial registration of additional Primary Supervising Physicians. June 7, 2007 Clarification:  the fee cap option presented to the Board for discussion was intended to be applied only at time of the biennial renewal of the PA/MD supervisory relationship registration (which occurs simultaneously with the PA license renewal).  The cap was not intended to be applied to initial or subsequent PA/MD supervisory relationship registrations which occur after the biennial renewal, however, at the next biennial renewal only the first five (5) relationships would be charged the fee, additional relationships would not pay the fee.
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
