Galvanized 16d nail to
prevent block rotation
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NOTES:

Intermediate post spacing shall be 6’-3" unless otherwise shown.
Wood posts for Guardrail shall be 6" nom. (5 /2 "min.) x 8" nom. (7 /2 "min.) and
offset blocks shall be 6" x 8" nom.(5 /72 "x 7 1/2 "min.).
Steel posts for Guardrail shall be W6x9.0.
Steel posts punched with holes in addition to those specified to
accommodate other types of Guardrail, will be accepted sub ject to the
approval of the Resident.
Composite offset blocks may be used as an alternative to wood offset blocks
provided that they meet NCHRP 350 requirements and are installed according
to manurfacturers specifications.
Beam type Guardrail set on a radius of /50" or less shall be circular Guard-
rail.
Offset blocks shall be installed on all posts.
Guardrail Terminal End (RWEO3A) to be used only on trailing end of Guard-
rail on divided highways. Washers (FWRO3) shall be installed on the last 3
posts.

to bridge transition type "I', a £5 foot transition shall be provided to match the height
of the bridge transition as directed by the resident.
