Part D of PL 2005, Chapter 677, establishes the Maine Energy Council (Council).  Part D identifies the composition of the Council and directs the staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Commission) to provide assistance to the Council in carrying out its functions and duties.  Part D identifies the duties of the Council as follows: 

A. Advise the Governor, the Public Utilities Commission, other 
appropriate state agencies and the Legislature on matters affecting electricity supply and costs to consumers in this State;
B.  As resources permit, undertake studies, develop findings and make recommendations to the Governor and to the joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over utilities matters on issues affecting electricity supply or costs to consumers in this State; and

C. Undertake an examination of the feasibility and appropriate 
means of studying the impacts of electric industry restructuring in this State.  

All appointments to the Council have been made.  A list of the members of the Council is attached to this notice.  The Chairs of the Council are Senator Phil Bartlett and Representative Herb Adams.  Senator Bartlett and Representative Adams have requested that the Council’s initial meeting take place on Friday, December 1, 2006, from 1:00 p.m. to 3:00 p.m.  The meeting will be held in the Commission’s Horace S. Libby Hearing Room, which is located at 242 State Street, Augusta, Maine 04333.
