Step 1:  Go to marvel!

Step 2:  Select a database

Business Source Premier
MasterFILE Premier
MAS Ultra –School Edition

Select one.

Step 3:  type  consumer reports  in the first box

This will limit your search to the journals Consumer Reports, Consumer Reports Buying Guide, and Consumer Reports on Health. 


step 4:  type your search term(s) in the next box(es)

Step 5:  Check the “full-text” box
If your leave the box unchecked your search may pull up additional article abstracts.  Citations of articles published within the last 3 months may be retrieved this way.  The Library will have the paper edition at the reference desk.

Step 6:  Click “SEarch”
