The Maine Consumer Credit Code requires all businesses that extend or assign consumer credit must file notification with this Bureau.
Enclosed you will find a MCCC-1 notification form to be completed under the requirements of 9-A, M.R.S.A., Section 6-202 of the Maine Consumer Credit Code.    When completing this form, be sure to include the volume of consumer credit transactions entered into in Maine from January 31st to present for your branch locations as well as your main office.  




VOLUME FEE FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS
Volume fees are annual assessments used to support the general activities of the Bureau of Consumer Credit Protection.  They must be paid each year by all creditors and lenders subject to the agency’s jurisdiction.   We have defined the terms used on the MCCC-1 form for you below:

Assigned to you:   List the dollar amount of all sales, leases or loans assigned (sold) to you by another creditor or lender.  

Loans:  This is the dollar amount of loans that you made to Maine consumers in the previous calendar year.  Please enter a dollar amount.

Leases:  This is the dollar amount of leases that you entered into with Maine consumers in the previous calendar year.  Please enter a dollar amount.

Total Assigned credit:  This is the combined dollar total of credit sale contracts, loans and leases assigned to you.

Assigned Credit: Names And Addresses Of Businesses (Assignors) which Assign Maine Contracts To You And The Dollar Amounts Assigned To You In Calendar Year 2007:  List the names and addresses of each business (for example, the name of a car dealer) from whom you accepted assignments of credit sales, lease or loan contracts, along with the dollar amount assigned to you from each of them.

Question: If I refinance a loan for a Maine consumer, how do I compute volume fees?  Answer:  If the amount refinanced is greater than the remaining balance on the loan being paid off, then the new lender must pay volume fees on the difference. 

Question: Your form asks me to list “internal credit.”  What is “internal credit”?  Answer: Internal credit is in-house financing, when your company sells goods or services and your company is listed on the initial contract as the creditor.

Question: What is closed-end credit?  Answer:  Closed-end credit is a loan or extension of credit in which the proceeds are disbursed in full when the loan closes and must be repaid, including any interest and finance charges, by a specified date.

Question: What is open-end credit?  Answer:  Open-end credit, a/k/a “revolving credit”, means a plan under which the creditor reasonably contemplates repeated transactions and in which the contract provides for a finance charge that is computed from time to time on the outstanding unpaid balance. Credit cards, revolving accounts and lines of credit are examples of open-end credit.

Question: What is a lease?  Answer:  Any consumer lease must be included in this definition.  Commercial leases (not made for personal, family or household use) do not need to be included on the annual notification form. 

NOTE:  All filers pay a $20 registration fee for their primary office, plus $10 for each branch office.  In addition, companies pay a volume fee of $25 per $100,000 of credit (for general creditors and lessors), or $20 per $100,000 of credit (for licensed “supervised lenders”) extended to Maine consumers during the previous calendar year.
