Program

with the response to our program, the person who made suggestions on the changes was not
even a licensed engineer. Bob called mid-April because we hadn’t received approval yet and
he had sent it out in December. When we did receive the letter back it had a list of
recommendations and they wanted us to do 100% the HUD inspections, they also stated our
online training program was not good, they did not like that we gave notice as to what homes
would be inspected, they felt they should be random. Bob told them we do 20% of the
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inspections and the town’s code enforcement did a percentage as well. They did not like
“Appendix A” in our rules so we will be taking that out when we can. The call did end well
but before Bob even got back to his desk he had an email letter of rejection from Pam and he
had to respond in writing.
We did finally get approval for one year, and now we will have to be approved per(}/ear. Our
engineer approved pads will need to be approved by IPIA and the manufacturers 3™ party.
