Letter from Amy H.Tseng Confirmation of CPT Code 65778 within scope of service: The Board reviewed a letter dated August 20, 2013 from Amy H. Tseng requesting clarification on Optometrists’ scope of service on CPT Code 65778.
A motion was made by Dr. Nadeau, second by Dr. Ebersole to inform Ms. Tseng that The

Maine Optometry Law, 32 M.R.S.A Section 2417(4) as permitting a licensed optometrist to perform this service. Secretary to draft letter and Dr. Cameron with review.
