Upcoming OE TRACER Changes

ARBO will be changing their process of uploading individual CE certificate into the OE Tracker system. Beginning July 1, 2014, when the Board pays your OE Tracker Annual Subscription Fee you will be able to access your CE data anytime from anywhere, have unlimited uploading of attendance from individual CE certificates, get e-mail notification when CE credits are uploaded into your account, Go Green-reduce paperwork and filing with online storage of CE certificates, print a CE transcript to submit for license renewal, track your CE hours you have earned and the hours you need to meet license renewal  requirements.

	The Board would like to clarify its policy on prior approval of continuing education credits.




Courses offered in the State of Maine sponsored by optometric colleges, or national, state or regional optometric associations are subject to Board approval.

Courses defined as Category I and approved by: the American Optometric Association; the American Medical Association; the American Academy of Ophthalmologists; the American Council on Pharmaceutical Education; or the Council on Optometric Practitioner Education (COPE) will be accepted by the Board without the requirement of prior Board review.

Any course not approved by the above listed organization may be submitted to the Board for prior approval. The Board may, in its discretion, approve such courses submitted to it, if the request for approval and pertinent course materials are received by the Board at least thirty (30) days in advance of the date for which the course is scheduled
