· Too much juggling signing equipment in and out to visits; need to know it is always accessible in order to confidently book productive meetings, and also to handle short-notice meetings. It really needs to be a reliable part of our toolkits. For some of us even just having smart phones that are readable and allow for live viewing and updating of our calendars would be a simple, inexpensive, but very helpful upgrade that would enhance productivity. Thank you!
· Portable printers and scanners that work would help!
· I pads and iphones are accessible mobile devices and can be used for calling, pictures, scanning, emailing, and to connect remotely using hot spots. They offer speech to text, screen readers, enlargements, etc. and are hand held and easily portable.

· Thanks for asking!  I am a dragon user due to a permanent wrist injury acquired at work.  I have noted that, in addition to preventing further injury, dragon is a huge time saver for doing everyday counselor tasks such as CARNS, case notes and emails.  No matter how fast you can type, you can talk faster!  I strongly advocate that BRS consider this for all staff as a time saving measure and also to prevent injury!  Some offices at DHHS have this technology for those reasons and I think it would be great to follow that example at BRS.
· We need to be able to communicate with our population, as a transition counselor most of our clients only text and snapchat, etc.  They do not write letters, e-mail, and very few talk on their phones.
· A signature pad for IPEs would be really helpful.
· It’s been mentioned before that the ability to text transition students is the best way to communicate with them.  That is the mode of communication that they use.
· Smart Phone would be very useful especially to have access to my Outlook calendar and email. I would also like to use a cell phone as an alternate phone when i am out in the field and I want to avoid caller ID. I would not have to if i could use a work phone.
· I have brought my personal iPad to training sessions because I find it much easier to bring pre-reading and other reference materials digitally rather than printing them out.  Yes, my laptop would work too, but our ThinkPad’s are incredibly heavy for me to lug around.  How about having an iPad in each office that can be signed out for staff to use for trainings?
