Instructions to Voters
Please review the residence address printed on the other side of the attached reply card, check the correct box and return the reply card to us within 20 DAYS.

1.  If you tell us you have not moved (changed your residence address), then the State will keep your name and address on the voter list as is.
2.  If you tell us that you have moved (changed your residence address) out of state, then the State will cancel your voter registration in Maine and you will need to register in your new state and county or municipality of residence in order to be eligible to vote there.

3.  If you tell us that you have moved (changed your residence address) to a new municipality in Maine, then the State will cancel your voter registration in your former place of residence and you will need to fill out a new voter card and submit it to the registrar of voter’s office in your new municipality of residence in order to be eligible to vote there.

4.  If you tell us that you have moved (changed your residence address) to a different address in the same municipality, the State will forward this card to the registrar of voters, who will update the voter registration list to reflect your new address and confirm that with you.
5.  If the voter is now deceased, please provide the Date and Place of Death
