1.  Changing Voting Places

The Ballot Retention Schedule covers elections from June 10, 2014 to November 3, 2015.  Please ensure that all ballots are transferred or destroyed on the applicable date (or as soon as you can after the date) so that you have sufficient tamper proof containers to use for upcoming elections.

_____ 3.  Absentee Envelope and Seal Inventory and Order
Please inventory your supply of absentee envelopes in order to help us determine how many envelopes we need to requisition for the upcoming election.  On the enclosed report, please indicate how many envelopes of each type you have on hand as well as how many additional you think you will need for the November 3rd Referendum Election only.  Please review Absentee Ballot Reports from prior Referendum elections to determine how many absentee ballots you typically issue for a referendum only election. We would also like to know how many tamper-proof seals you have in your office, to determine how many you need for November.  A couple of years ago, a clerk returned to us a large ziplock bag full of unused seals.  If you have a supply in your office, please let us know so that we do not continue to send you seals.   Please submit your request by July 24th.  

_____ 4.  DS200 Supplies Order and Municipal Election Information (For municipalities using the DS200 only)
We will continue to supply ballot marking pens and the thermal tape used for the DS200 tabulator as long as funds are available.  With that in mind, please review the order form and request only what you need for the November 3, 2015 Referendum Election.  If you have a municipal election on November 3rd and you will use the DS200 tabulator for your municipal election, please provide information regarding your election and how you plan to program the memory stick(s) for your tabulator.
