We have received reports that the pens that were ordered from ES&S may have dried out between elections.  Please check any pens that you currently have to ensure that they do work. We will provide enough pens for you to have one in each voting booth with a couple extra.  Because the DS200 tape is thermal paper, we do not want you to order more than you may need for the November 3, 2015 Referendum Election. Thermal paper can be affected by the environment, so it is not a good idea to keep it stored for extended periods of time.  A fresh roll of thermal tape for each tabulator that you use will be enough for this election.  Any tape that you currently have can be used for any testing or training. Install a fresh roll of tape for Election Day.  Please take a few moments to complete the supply request and provide us with information if you have a municipal election on November 3, 2015.
