	1. In-person VR applications during the Closed Period
	The date the voter registers to vote in person

Do NOT use the date you enter the voters in CVR!
	This would be normal procedure.

	2. VR applications received during Closed Period by mail, VR Drive or 3rd Person
	1. Election Day, 6/14/16 – if they complete registration process at polls

2. The day after Election Day, 6/15/16 – all others

Do NOT use dates the apps were received; you will not be able to send out VRANs.  CVR will calculate the 15 days from the date you enter in CVR.
	Voters must register in person during Closed Period; all others are not registered to vote in your municipality until Election Day (if they come to the polls to vote) or the day after Election Day, when you can enter the voters in CVR.

	3. Exception when Absentee Ballot is requested in writing and signed:  voter returns VR application separately from the absentee ballot
	The date the VR application is received.
	Title 21-A §122.5 allows this exception during the Closed Period.  The voter has to be entered in CVR and on your voting list before the absentee ballot is processed.  This does NOT apply to Absentee Ballot requests made by Telephone, Family Member/3rd Person, or through the ABR.

	4. Voters who register to vote on Election Day, and vote
	Election Day, 6/14/16
	If you do not use 6/14/16 as the date of registration, you will not be able to capture VPH for the voters.

	5. Voters who register to vote on Election Day, but don’t want to vote
	The day after Election Day, 6/15/16
	The voters may be moving and have voted in their previous municipality, and then registered to vote in your municipality (it happens).

	6. Unenrolled voters who enroll as Democrats and Republicans on Election Day and vote (there are no Green Independent ballots except in part of Portland)
	Election Day, 6/14/16
	If you do not use 6/14/16 as the date of enrollment, the voters will show up in VPH as unenrolled voters (which should not occur for the Primary Election).

	7. Enrolled voters who vote (get a ballot for their current party) and then Unenroll or change enrollment*
	The day after Election Day, 6/15/16.

Remember, do NOT allow voters to even complete a change of enrollment or withdrawal unless they have been in the current party for 3 months.
	If you use 6/14/16 as the date of enrollment, the voters will show up in VPH enrolled in the new party, not the party they were in when they voted (and VPH will not be accurate).  Yes, this happens!



*Reminder:  Voters already enrolled in a party may not change enrollment on Election Day and vote.  There is a 15-day waiting period before they would be eligible to participate in the Primary Election for the new party.
