Reminder - Notice Required for Early Absentee Processing: If you are planning on processing absentee ballots prior to Election Day, the “Notice of Election” must be provided to  our office, as well as the political party chairs. Confirmation of receipt of the notice by our office will be available on the Clerk’s Temp. Site http://www.maine.gov/sos/cec/elec/temp/ by September 6, 2016.  Please check the website to ensure that our office has received your notice, due by September 9, 2016. 
_____ 2.  State Party Contact Information:  An updated state party contact information sheet has been enclosed. The Libertarian Party is now an officially recognized party in the State of Maine, and must be notified of early processing, along with the Democratic, Republican and Green Independent parties.  If you are processing on the Saturday or Monday before Election Day, you must provide each party a copy of the “Notice of Election” by September 9, 2016.
_____ 3.  Elections Conference Reminder:  There is still time to register for our annual Elections Conference on                                         

September 21st – 22nd at Sunday River in Newry.  We have extended the registration deadline to 

September 13, 2016. Training for clerks and registrars is required at least every two years and our conference offers both an educational & networking opportunity at a reasonable rate.  Overnight accommodations are available on site at the Grand Summit Hotel with a special rate for attendees.
