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Notice Required for Early Absentee Processing

If you are planning on processing absentee ballots on the Saturday or Monday prior to Election Day, you must provide a copy of the “Notice of Election” to our office, as well as the four local municipal political party chairs.  If there are no municipal chairs, the notice must be mailed to each state party chair.  See enclosed sheet with contact information for political parties.

Note:  The Libertarian Party is now an officially recognized party in the State of Maine and requires the same notification of early processing as the Democratic, Republican and Green Independent parties.


Confirmation of Receipt of Notice

All towns that have submitted a “Notice of Election” to our office, indicating that they will be processing absentees early, will be posted on the Clerk’s Temp Site by September 6th.  Please verify that your town is on the list.

If you have submitted your notice and do not see your town listed, please contact our office immediately, as we may not have received your fax or email.  There will still be plenty of time to submit the notice prior to the September 9, 2016 deadline required by statute (at least 60 days prior to Election Day).
