· Verified that no Unenrolled or Green Independent (except in Part of Portland) voters are in the VPH Report.  
 
· If there were discrepancies, I used the Certificates of Registration issued on Election Day, a Change Detail Report and my final Absentee Voter Report to try to reconcile the discrepancies.

· If there were date errors, I contacted the Division of Elections for corrections.
· Made any necessary corrections to the VPH Report (including re-entering VPH for voters with date corrections).

· Proofread the corrections to the VPH Report and verified:

· That the total number of voters equals TBC or adjusted TBC for the election.

· That the voters in the VPH Report are the same voters who were checked on the Incoming Voting List, or hand annotated and checked (for Election Day registrations), as having voted.

· Generated a final Voter Participation History Report.

· Completed all 3 electronic Municipal Certifications in CVR (Absentees; Election Day reg/changes; VPH).
