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Some quick reminders for the upcoming Primary Election:
1. Special Circumstances Absentee Ballot Application:  It has come to our attention that some of the applications we mailed out in the last mailing had an incorrect date in the opening paragraph – we neglected to update the date from November 2015.  The correct application is now posted on our elections temp site:

2. Tally Sheets:  Tally sheets for all municipalities were mailed out last week, except for the Central Absentee Processing documents (those will be sent out this week).  Tally sheets will also be implemented in CVR so that you can print additional tally sheets as needed. 
The DS200 Tabulating Machine Tally Sheet has an extra row for blanks (after the last candidate listed on the ballot).  This row has been deleted from the tally sheets which will be posted in CVR.  You should either print new tally sheets from CVR or draw a line through this extra row as it might be confusing to your election officials. 


3. CVR Use on Election Day:   CVR should NOT be used on Election Day to enter new voters or update information to existing voter records.   CVR should be used on Election Day for look-up only.
	Because of the high volume of voter registration and change requests (especially enrollment changes for the Primary Election) on Election Day, and the heightened chance for errors to occur in CVR, no updates should be made in CVR on Election Day.  New voters and updates to existing voter information should be made immediately following the election, when there is time to review documentation and less distractions when entering the information.

Errors made on Election Day have to be corrected by script in order for your Voter Participation History (VPH) to be accurate, and errors on your part can cause the VPH for other municipalities to be inaccurate.
