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Ordinarily, municipalities are able to “piggy-back” statewide elections and their municipal elections in CVR for absentee ballot tracking purposes.  “Piggy-backing” an election in CVR means that a municipality does not have to set up a separate election for its municipal election; absentee ballots are issued to all voters regardless of enrollment status, and Voter Participation History (VPH) is captured for all voters for both elections.

For Primary Elections, however, that cannot be done, because unenrolled voters must not be included in the Absentee Voter File or VPH for Primary Elections.  In addition, except in part of Portland, there are no Green Independent ballots, as there are no candidates who qualified by petition, and there are no declared write-in candidates for any party for the June Primary.

If you have a municipal election that coincides with the June 14, 2016 Primary Election, you must take the following steps:

1. Set up a separate Election in CVR for your municipal election.

This is described in Chapter 5, page 2, of the CVR Guide.   

2. Record all absentee ballots for unenrolled, Green Independent and UOCAVA voters for your municipal election under the Municipal Election you set up in CVR.

This will keep the municipal election absentee ballots for those voters separated from the absentee ballots for the Primary Election.  Unenrolled, Green Independent (except in part of Portland) and UOCAVA voters receiving municipal ballots should not appear in the state’s Absentee Voter File for the Primary Election.

3. Use the Incoming Voting List (IVL) for the statewide Primary Election on Election Day.

There is only one official IVL for the election, and that must be the IVL for the state Primary Election.

You must hand annotate the IVL for the statewide Primary Election with the absentee ballots returned and determined to be okay to cast for your municipal election by marking the voters with “MAV” (Municipal Absentee Voter).  By marking the voters with “MAV”, your Election Clerks will know which voters have already received and cast a ballot for your municipal election.  

Unenrolled voters who received and cast an absentee ballot for your municipal election will be able to subsequently enroll in a party and participate in the Primary Election, if they choose to do so.

Note:  The Supplemental List is no longer allowed by law, so the ability to generate a Supplemental IVL was removed from CVR last fall.  

4. Scan/enter Voter Participation History (VPH) for the state Primary Election from the Primary Election IVL.

You will import the enrolled voters who voted by absentee ballot under the Primary Election in CVR.  No unenrolled, Green Independent (except in part of Portland) and UOCAVA voters who received municipal ballots should be included in the import.   Print and proofread a VPH report after importing the absentees to confirm that no unenrolled voters are included.

You must be careful when scanning/entering the regular voters from the Primary Election IVL NOT to include unenrolled, Green Independent (except in part of Portland) and UOCAVA voters who participated in your municipal election.

5. Scan/enter VPH for your municipal election from the Primary Election IVL.

You will enter VPH for your municipal election under the Municipal Election you created in CVR.  You will import the voters who voted by absentee ballot under the Municipal Election.  Print and proofread a VPH report after importing the absentees to confirm that all absentee voters for your municipal election are included.  Then scan/enter the Democratic and Republican regular voters from the Primary Election IVL.
