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BOARD OF CHIROPRACTIC LICENSURE

Chapter 3:
LICENSURE REQUIREMENT FOR CHIROPRACTIC DOCTORS

Summary: This chapter states the requirements for issuance of a license to practice chiropractic, including application, education, experience and references.

1.
Applicants applying for licensure as a chiropractic doctor must meet the following criteria, in addition to the requirements set forth in 32 MRSA § 551.


A.
Qualifications for licensure:



1.
Must be at least eighteen (18) years of age; and



2.
Must provide proof of completion of the appropriate school requirements as described in 32 MRSA § 551.


B.
Documentation required:



1.
Before engaging in the practice of chiropractic in this State, an applicant shall complete and file with the Board an application for licensure to practice on a form provided by the Board. Incomplete applications will be returned for completion.



2.
The complete application packet will include the following:




a.
A completed application form with the appropriate fees;




b.
A transcript from an accredited college or university certifying that the candidate has completed two (2) years of preprofessional work, two (2) subjects of which must be English and biology, or other proof satisfactory to the Board that the candidate has acquired sufficient prior academic education;




c.
An original transcript and diploma which contains the school seal from a legally chartered chiropractic institution. A notarized copy of the chiropractic college’s transcript or other written communication may be accepted at the discretion of the Board;




d.
Evidence from the NBCE of having passed parts 1, 2, 3, and 4 of the nationally recognized chiropractic examination as administered by the NBCE. The Board will establish the passing score and will take into consideration the passing score recommendation of the NBCE;




e.
In addition to passing the NBCE, applicants must take and pass, with a minimum score of 75%, the Maine Board’s jurisprudence examination;




f.
The applicant must sign a document, as prescribed by the Board, which certifies that he or she has received and read a copy of the Maine Chiropractic Statute as well as the Board’s rules;




g.
The applicant must submit two standardized original reference letters addressing good moral, ethical and professional conduct from reputable persons, on forms supplied by the Board; and




h.
The applicant must submit verification of his/her license status on a form satisfactory to the Board if the applicant has been licensed in another state.



3.
Application and license fees are not refundable.



4.
Application forms or supporting documents that have been altered, defaced, or compromised will not be accepted. The licensing process must be completed within twenty-four (24) months from the date the application is received by the Board. If the licensing process exceeds twenty-four (24) months, the application and all supporting documentation become invalid, and the applicant must restart the license process and submit a new application and supporting documents.


C.
Licensure Without Examination



The Board will accept licensure by endorsement for those applicants who are licensed in good standing in states or territories having equal or greater requirements for chiropractic licensing.
