Applications. The application fee specified below shall accompany all applications. All fees are nonrefundable. An application fee is not required for licensure renewal.

4.
Licensure Renewal. Licensees must submit a completed application, including CEUs, for renewal of his/her license prior to the license expiration date. A license expires on the stated date of expiration but may be renewed after the expiration date by the payment of a $10 late renewal fee, and a penalty fee as follows:

A.
1 through 30 days
$100

B.
31 through 60 days
$200


C.
61 through 90 days
$300


The penalty fee may be waived at the discretion of the Board for extenuating circumstances.


The above fees are payable in addition to the license fee and are due no later than ninety (90) days after the date of expiration of the license. The ninety‑day (90) extended renewal period should not in any way be construed to permit the practice of chiropractic after the date of expiration.
