Chapter 6:
RULES FOR RADIATION BARRIERS

Summary: This chapter establishes rules requiring the use of radiation barriers in dental procedures involving the exposure of patients to ionizing radiation.

I.
Requirement. In the interest of protecting the public health and safety, dentists, dental hygienists, and dental radiographers are required to place on or over a patient’s body a radiation barrier prior to exposing that patient to ionizing radiation, (i.e., before taking a dental X-Ray (radiograph) of the patient).
II.
Failure to Comply. Any dentist, dental hygienist, or dental radiographer who fails to place on or over a patient’s body a radiation barrier prior to exposing that patient to ionizing radiation, (i.e., before taking a dental X-Ray (radiograph) of the patient), will be presumed by the Board to be engaging in incompetence or unskillfulness and/or unprofessional conduct in violation of 32 M.R.S.A. §1077(2).
