Chapter 8:
ADVERTISING
Summary: This rule requires that the identities of dental providers be included in advertisements made available to the public.
I.
General
Any advertisement by a dentist, denturist and/or independent practice dental hygienist, whether a sole proprietorship or partnership must include the names of all of the licensed dentists, denturists and/or independent practice dental hygienists who perform services for the sole proprietorship and/or partnership.
II.
Advertising by Professional Service Corporations


Dentists, denturists or independent practice dental hygienists who have incorporated their practices as a professional service corporation pursuant to Title 13 M.R.S.A. Chapter 22-A and Title 32 M.R.S.A. §1081(3) & §1081(4) may advertise in the name of the professional service corporation, provided that all such advertising shall clearly include the names of all licensed dentists, denturists and/or independent practice dental hygienists affiliated with the professional service corporation who render services which constitute: the practice of dentistry as defined in 32 M.R.S.A. §1081; the practice of denturism as defined in 32 M.R.S.A. §1100-B; or the practice of independent practice dental hygiene as defined in 32 M.R.S.A. §1094-I. In addition, such advertising shall not include the name of any dentist, denturist or independent practice dental hygienist who is not providing such services for the professional service corporation.
