Chapter 1:
DEFINITIONS

Summary: This chapter defines certain specialized terms used in the board's rules.

1.
Definitions


As used in the board's rules, unless the context otherwise indicates, the following terms have the following meanings:


1.
Contact Hour



A "contact hour" is 60 minutes of participation in a continuing education activity described in Chapter 7.


2.
Distance Learning



"Distance learning" encompasses continuing education activities that employ electronic applications and processes such as web-based learning, multi-site classrooms, virtual classrooms and digital collaboration. Distance learning includes the delivery of content via internet, intranet/extranet (LAN/WAN), asynchronous transfer mode, satellite broadcast and interactive television.


3.
ICRC/AODA



"ICRC/AODA" is the International Certification & Reciprocity Consortium/Alcohol & Other Drug Abuse, Inc.


4.
Sexual Misconduct



"Sexual misconduct in the performance of alcohol and drug counseling services" is behavior that exploits the alcohol and drug counselor-patient relationship in a sexual way, even when initiated by, or consented to by, a client or another individual described in Chapter 8, Section 3(4) of the board's rules. This behavior is nondiagnostic and/or nontherapeutic, may be verbal or physical, and may include expressions or gestures that have a sexual connotation or that a reasonable person would construe as such. Sexual misconduct includes but is not limited to:



A.
Sexual intercourse or genital to genital contact;



B.
Oral to genital contact;



C.
Oral to anal contact or genital to anal contact;



D.
Any touching of a body part for any purpose other than appropriate comfort, or where the client has refused or has withdrawn consent;



E.
Performing or offering to perform any service or providing or offering to provide any consideration of any kind in exchange for sexual favors;



F.
Kissing;



G.
Inappropriate comments about or to a client, including but not limited to sexual comments about a client's body or underclothing;



H.
Criticism of the client's sexual orientation (homosexual, heterosexual or bisexual);



I.
Comments about the client's sexual performance when not pertinent to sexual function or dysfunction and not otherwise clinically indicated;



J.
Requests for details of sexual likes or dislikes when not pertinent to sexual function or dysfunction and not otherwise clinically indicated;



K.
Soliciting a date from or initiating a romantic relationship with a client; or



L.
Initiation or participation by the alcohol and drug counselor, alcohol and drug counseling aide or clinical supervisor of conversation regarding the sexual problems, preferences or fantasies of the alcohol and drug counselor, alcohol and drug counseling aide or clinical supervisor.


5.
Twelve Core Functions



The "12 core functions" are: screening; intake; orientation; assessment; treatment planning; individual, group and family counseling; case management; crisis intervention; client education; referral; reports and record keeping; and consultation with other professionals.
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
