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BOARD OF OCCUPATIONAL THERAPY PRACTICE

Chapter 6-A:
LICENSE RENEWAL; REINSTATEMENT

SUMMARY: This chapter sets forth the requirements for renewing licenses issued by the board and references the statutory requirements for reinstatement of a license that has expired for more than 90 days.

1.
License Term
1.
Occupational Therapists; Occupational Therapy Assistants
Licenses of all occupational therapists and occupational therapy assistants expire annually on March 31.

2.
Temporary Licensees
The temporary license is issued for a term of 6 months and may be renewed for an additional 6 months at the discretion of the board following review of the documentation required by Section 3 of this chapter.

2.
License Renewal

A temporary licensee, occupational therapist or occupational therapy assistant may renew a license by:

1.
Submitting a renewal application;

2.
Remitting the license fee prescribed by Chapter 10, Section 5(25) of the rules of the Office of Professional and Occupational Regulation, entitled “Establishment of License Fees;”

3.
For licenses renewed up to 90 days after the date of expiration, remitting the late fee required by Chapter 11, Section 2(1) of the Rules of the Office of Professional and Occupational Regulation, entitled “Late Renewals;”
4.
Providing information relating to any criminal or disciplinary history of the applicant since the time of last renewal; and 

5.
Providing such other information as the board may require.

3.
Temporary Licensee (one-time 6 month renewal)

In addition to the items required by Section 2 of this chapter, a temporary licensee shall also submit:

1.
NBCOT approval to sit for the appropriate certification examination;

2.
A study plan for the appropriate certification examination;

3.
A supervision plan appropriate for the practice setting that meets the requirements of 32 MRSA §2272(15) and has been signed by the supervising occupational therapist; and

4.
Such other information as the board may require.
4.
Reinstatement

Renewal of a license that has expired for more than 90 days is governed by 32 MRSA §2283(1).
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
