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Chapter 3:
INCINERATORS

Summary: This chapter lists the conditions under which incinerator permits will be issued by the Bureau.

1.
Permit Requirements

Incinerator permits are issued on the following conditions:


A.
The use of incinerators shall be limited to the disposal of household rubbish and other materials approved by the Forest Ranger.


B.
The incinerator must be surrounded by an area cleared to mineral soil of at least ten feet in diameter.


C.
The incinerator must be maintained in good functional condition with solid sides, except draft holes near the bottom which do not exceed one inch in diameter.


D.
When the incinerator is in operation, its top must be completely covered at all times with wire mesh having holes of no greater than one-half inch.


E.
The incinerator must be maintained and operated in a manner which assures that any fire, sparks, ash or other material will not escape.


F.
The incinerator will not be used to burn pressurized cans and will not be operated without a person in attendance who is knowledgeable and competent to operate the same.


G.
The incinerator shall not be operated in a fashion which creates a violation of applicable air quality standards, which causes a private or public nuisance or which otherwise violates applicable laws and ordinances.  The permit will be revoked if a complaint concerning such operation is lodged with either the Commissioner of The Department of Conservation or the Commissioner of The Department of Environmental Protection.


H.
Any incinerator operated or maintained in violation of such conditions shall constitute a violation of Title 25 MRSA § 2436-A.
