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Chapter 10:
STATIONARY COMBUSTION ENGINES AND GAS TURBINES

SUMMARY: This rule applies to the installation and operation of stationary combustion engines and gas turbines in and within 15 feet of a structure, such as a building, a travel trailer, a mobile home or mobile laboratory. This standard also applies to portable engines used instead of, or to supplement stationary engines.
