WELDING, CUTTING AND ALLIED PROCESSES AND ACETYLENE CYLINDER CHARGING PLANTS

SUMMARY: This rule applies to the design and installation of welding and cutting systems, allied processes and plants that are engaged in the generation and compression of acetylene and in the charging of acetylene cylinders, either as the sole operation or in conjunction with faciltities for charging other compressed gas cylinders.
