Chapter 15:
SIGNS AND ADVERTISING

15.1
Agency stores may display one outside sign on the premise to read: "Agency Liquor Store." Letters for the sign may not exceed 24" in height.
15.2
one other exterior sign, except road signs authorized by the Department of Transportation, may by approved by the Bureau.

15.3
Specific brand advertising of any type is prohibited in any area under control of the agent unless authorized by the Bureau.

15.4
All advertising matter must be specifically authorized by the Bureau prior to publication.

15.5
All signs must be removed from an agency store premise within 60 days when a license is terminated.
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
