CHAPTER 21: Use of Controlled Substances for Treatment of Pain

STATUTORY AUTHORITY: Title 32 M.R.S.A. §2562, §3269(3)7), §32 MRSA §1072 & 1073(2), 32 MRSA §2102(2-A) and 32 MRSA §3605-B
This is a joint rule with the Board of Dental Examiners, Board of Licensure in Medicine, State Board of Nursing and the Board of Podiatric Medicine to insure adequate relief of pain to the citizens of Maine. This rule will replace Chapter 11 above.
