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EXPECTED 2009-2010 RULE-MAKING ACTIVITY:
CHAPTER 2: Rules for Allagash Wilderness Waterway: Boat Dimension Amendments

STATUTORY AUTHORITY: 12 MRSA §1803(6)(C)

PURPOSE: To clarify that kayaks are allowed on the Allagash Wilderness Waterway and to establish the allowed dimensions of kayaks in order to accommodate modern boats while retaining safety and recreational goals.

ANTICIPATED SCHEDULE: Issue proposed rule amendments by November 2009; adopt proposed rule amendments by January 2010. Submit for legislative review after adoption.
AFFECTED PARTIES: Paddlers on the Allagash Wilderness Waterway, and emergency response personnel.

CONSENSUS-BASED RULE DEVELOPMENT: not contemplated

PROPOSED CHAPTER 5 (new): Swim Areas on Inland Waters

STATUTORY AUTHORITY: PL 2009, Chapter 312 adopting 12 MRSA Chapter 220, Subchapter 10

PURPOSE: To establish a permit issuing process to allow the Bureau to issue permits for swim areas to qualifying entities.

ANTICIPATED SCHEDULE: Minor technical rules pursuant to 12 MRSA Section 1900(7). Issue proposed rule by November 2009; adopt proposed rule by January 2010.
AFFECTED PARTIES: Any person or entity wishing to establish a swim area on inland waters of the state.

CONSENSUS-BASED RULE DEVELOPMENT: not contemplated
