EXPECTED 2009-2010 RULE-MAKING ACTIVITY: 

CHAPTER 814: State Rehabilitation Tax Credit Certification Fees
STATUTORY AUTHORITY: 27 M.R.S.A. §511 (Support for state rehabilitation tax credits) 
PURPOSE: The Maine Historic Preservation Commission expects that these Rules will create a fee structure for the certification of historic rehabilitation projects in accordance with the State Rehabilitation Tax Credit Program (Chapter 813) pursuant to Title 36, section 5219-BB.
ANTICIPATED SCHEDULE: Promulgation of new Rules anticipated by April, 2010.
AFFECTED PARTIES: Taxpayers who undertake certified rehabilitations of certified historic structures located in the State.
CONSENSUS-BASED RULE DEVELOPMENT: The Commission does not plan to use a Consensus-Based Rule Development process because it is anticipated that the fees charged for administration of the state rehabilitation tax credit program will be comparable to those used in the existing program of federal rehabilitation tax credits. 

CHAPTER 811: Historic Buildings Restoration Grants

STATUTORY AUTHORITY: 5 M.R.S.A §1931, 27-A M.R.S.A. §§ 504, 505, P. and Sp. L. 1985, c. 73. 
PURPOSE: The Maine Historic Preservation Commission expects to revise and update the existing Rules that went into effect in 1986.
ANTICIPATED SCHEDULE: Promulgation of revised and updated rules in the spring of 2010.

AFFECTED PARTIES: Governmental and non-profit owners of properties listed in the National Register of Historic Places in Maine.
CONSENSUS-BASED RULE DEVELOPMENT: The Commission does not plan to use a Consensus-Based Rule Development process for this review and update. 

CHAPTER 810: Maine Historic Restoration Standards

STATUTORY AUTHORITY: 27 M.R.S.A. §504. 
PURPOSE: The Maine Historic Preservation Commission expects to review and amend as necessary or eliminate the existing standards that went into effect in 1986.
ANTICIPATED SCHEDULE: Promulgation of amended standards or elimination of same in the spring of 2010.

AFFECTED PARTIES: Owners of historic buildings and structures, and local historical commissions involved in the preservation, restoration, reconstruction, and rehabilitation of historic properties. 
CONSENSUS-BASED RULE DEVELOPMENT: The Commission does not plan to use a Consensus-Based Rule Development process.
