AFFECTED PARTIES: Any person applying for or renewing medical licensure as well as citizens seeking medical services will be affected.

CHAPTER 2: PHYSICIAN ASSISTANTS
STATUTORY AUTHORITY: 32 M.R.S.A. §§ 3269(7) and 3270-A, B & C
PURPOSE: Chapter 2 will be amended to make technical revisions.
ANTICIPATED SCHEDULE: Begin summer 2010.
AFFECTED PARTIES: Any person applying for or renewing a physician assistant license as well as citizens seeking medical services will be affected.
CONSENSUS-BASED RULE DEVELOPMENT: Not contemplated
CHAPTER 3: PHYSICIAN SUPERVISION OF PHYSICIAN EXTENDERS

STATUTORY AUTHORITY: 32 M.R.S.A. SECTION 3271
ANTICIPATED SCHEDULE: Begin summer 2010.

PURPOSE: Chapter 3 will repealed in its entirety due to repeal of enabling statute.

CHAPTER 10: SEXUAL MISCONDUCT

STATUTORY AUTHORITY: Title 32 M.R.S.A. §§ 3269 (7) and 3270-A, B, C and 2562, 2594-C.3
PURPOSE: Possible changes based on ethical studies.
ANTICIPATED SCHEDULE: Ongoing, anticipated completion 2011.
AFFECTED PARTIES: Protect the health and safety of the citizens of Maine.

CHAPTER 21: USE OF CONTROLLED SUBSTANCES FOR TREATMENT OF PAIN
STATUTORY AUTHORITY: Title 32 M.R.S.A. §§ 2562 and 3269(3)(7)
