EXPECTED 2010-11 RULE-MAKING ACTIVITY:

CHAPTER NUMBER AND TITLE: Chapter 208 - Comprehensive Plan Review Criteria Rule

STATUTORY BASIS: 30-A MRSA §4312 (4)

PURPOSE: This amendment would remove the requirement that local comprehensive plans include a long-range transportation plan as defined by MaineDOT’s rules implementing the Sensible Transportation Policy Act and replace it with an option for a streamlined transportation section more applicable to smaller towns. It would also reduce the number of minimum strategies required in other comprehensive plan topic areas, remove the self-assessment checklist as a required element (and make it an optional technical assistance document), and add strategies to address mitigation of sea level rise due to climate change.
SCHEDULE FOR ADOPTION: By December 2010
AFFECTED PARTIES: municipalities, state agencies, and regional planning councils/commissions

CONSENSUS-BASED RULE DEVELOPMENT: not contemplated

CHAPTER NUMBER AND TITLE: Chapter 300 - Municipal Code Enforcement Officer Qualifications and Certification Standards Rule
STATUTORY BASIS: 30-A MRSA §4451(5)

PURPOSE: The amendment would make housekeeping changes and possibly amend definitional references to the Maine Uniform Building and Energy codes and standards should the Technical Building Codes and Standards Board adopt updated versions of any of the codes.

SCHEDULE FOR ADOPTION: By Summer 2011
AFFECTED PARTIES: municipalities, municipal code enforcement officers, municipal building officials, licensed plumbing inspectors, and third-party inspectors.
