STATUTORY AUTHORITY:  8 M.R.S.A §§ 521 – 528-A 

PURPOSE: The impetus for the proposed rules was Public Law 2009, chapter 352, which establishes the Mixed Martial Arts Authority of Maine as a body corporate and politic and a public instrumentality of the State to regulate and promote mixed martial arts competitions, exhibitions and events in the State and removes the current criminal prohibition against these events, provided they are authorized by the authority. The law provides that the authority is governed and its powers exercised by a board of directors that consists of 5 voting members appointed by the Governor. This is a rulemaking proceeding of the Mixed Martial Arts Authority of Maine to adopt new rules relating to Mixed Martial Arts Competitions; Judging/Refereeing; Mixed Martial Arts Contests; Promoters; Requirements for Mixed Martial Arts Competitors; Manager and Seconds; Ringside Physicians; Requirements for Mixed Martial Arts Inspectors; Timekeepers; and, Fees.
SCHEDULE FOR ADOPTION: Within one year, if necessary.

AFFECTED PARTIES: Applicants for certification and participants.

CONSENSUS-BASED RULE DEVELOPMENT: Not expected.
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
