EMERGENCY RULES ADOPTED SINCE LAST REGULATORY AGENDA: None
EXPECTED 2011-2012 RULE-MAKING ACTIVITY:
CHAPTER 2: Rules Relating to Dental Hygienists
STATUTORY AUTHORITY: 32 M.R.S.A. §1073

PURPOSE: Add the ability to take impressions and deliver athletic mouth guards under Public Health Supervision (PHS) Status; Reduce the total number of local anesthesia injections required within a CODA-approved local anesthesia program from 50 to 30; Addition of a section relating to independent practice dental hygienists; grammatical errors; amend the sections to list all duties allowed instead of referring to other sections and chapters of the rules; define “traditional” and “non-traditional” settings for Public Health Supervision Status (PHS).

AFFECTED PARTIES: Licensed dental hygienists
CHAPTER 3: Rules Relating to Dental Assistants
STATUTORY AUTHORITY: 32 M.R.S.A. §1073

PURPOSE: Expand the scope of practice for Expanded Function Dental Assistants (EFDA) to include application of cavity liners and bases; expand the scope of practice for dental assistants to: place and remove periodontal dressings, cold vitality testing under the direct supervision with confirmation by the dentist, make minor grammatical changes, remove references made within the sections which refer to other sections of the practice act and list each allowable duty, and allow an orthodontic assistant under direct supervision to assist in the preparation of teeth for attaching/boding/cementing fixed appliances to teeth.

AFFECTED PARTIES: Expanded function dental assistants, dental assistants, dentists
CHAPTER 4: Rules Relating to the Practice of Denturism
STATUTORY AUTHORITY: 32 M.R.S.A. §1073

PURPOSE: Minor grammatical changes (sections are not bolded).
ANTICIPATED SCHEDULE: January – March 2012

AFFECTED PARTIES: licensed denturists
CHAPTER 5: Requirements for Licensure as a Denturist
STATUTORY AUTHORITY: 32 M.R.S.A. §1073

PURPOSE: Identify the minimum criteria for temporary permits/licenses; minor grammatical changes (sections need to be in all caps); and amendments to sections I and II relating to the acceptable examination for licensure requirements.
ANTICIPATED SCHEDULE: January – March 2012

CHAPTER 6: Rules for Radiation Barriers
STATUTORY AUTHORITY: 32 M.R.S.A. §1073

PURPOSE: Minor typographical changes (Section I and II need to be all caps).

CHAPTER 7: Licensing/Certification/Late Fees

STATUTORY AUTHORITY: 32 M.R.S.A. §1073

PURPOSE: Adjust the dental license reinstatement fee to the current application fee; Temporary license/permit fees (Title 10); amend the rule to include inactive licensure fees for each license type.

AFFECTED PARTIES: All licensees/permittees of the Dental Board
CHAPTER 8: Advertising
STATUTORY AUTHORITY: 32 M.R.S.A. §1073

PURPOSE: Include the Independent Practice Dental Hygienist (IPDH) category of licensure to this rule; and make minor typographical changes (Sections I and II need to be bolded).
ANTICIPATED SCHEDULE: January – March 2012

AFFECTED PARTIES: Licensed, dentists, IPDH’s and denturists
CHAPTER 9: Complaints/Investigations/Unprofessional Conduct
STATUTORY AUTHORITY: 32 M.R.S.A. §1073

PURPOSE: Set out the appropriate training needed for the administration of dermal fillers by a licensed dentist for dentally-related procedures (this may be added to this chapter, or the Board may decide to generate a new chapter for this purpose).
ANTICIPATED SCHEDULE: January – March 2012
AFFECTED PARTIES: Licensed dentists
CHAPTER 10: Licensure Requirements for Dental Radiographers

STATUTORY AUTHORITY: 32 M.R.S.A. §1073

PURPOSE: Amend the language concerning the waiver of an interview for reinstatement of a dental radiography license if it has been more than two years since lapse of licensure.
ANTICIPATED SCHEDULE: January - March 2012
AFFECTED PARTIES: Dental radiographers
CHAPTER 11: Requirements for Dental Hygiene Licensure and Temporary Licenses
STATUTORY AUTHORITY: 32 M.R.S.A. §1073

PURPOSE: Identify the minimum criteria for issuing a temporary license under Title 10 M.R.S.A. § 8003(5)G and Title 32 M.R.S.A. §1098; amend the title of the chapter to include requirements for temporary dental hygiene licenses.
ANTICIPATED SCHEDULE: January - March 2012
AFFECTED PARTIES: Dental hygienists
CHAPTER 12: Requirements for Dental Licensure, Temporary License/Permits, Faculty Licensure, and Retired Dentist Licensure
STATUTORY AUTHORITY: 32 M.R.S.A. §§ 1073; 1086

PURPOSE: Identify the minimum criteria for issuing a temporary license under Title 10 M.R.S.A. § 8003(5)G; identify the minimum criteria for issuing temporary permits under Title 32 M.R.S.A. § 1086; amend the title of the chapter to include requirements for temporary dental license/permits, faculty licensure and retired dentist licensure; minor typographical changes (section III. needs to be all caps).
ANTICIPATED SCHEDULE: January - March 2012
AFFECTED PARTIES: Dentists
CHAPTER 13: Continuing Education

STATUTORY AUTHORITY: 32 M.R.S.A. §1073

PURPOSE: Amend the language to clarify how many credits can be earned for further education (Section (B) (4), (a, b and c) and section (C) (4) (a, b and c)); amend the rule in order to grant category I credits for presenters if it is a clinically based presentation; amend the rule to include “Accreditation Council for Continuing Medical Education (ACCME) or succeeding body to the list of approved accrediting institutions for continuing education; and amend the chapter to clarify what types of courses are allowed towards license renewal, whether the amount is limited in any way, and under what category.

AFFECTED PARTIES: All dental professionals who are required to submit continuing education for license renewal
CHAPTER 14: Rules for Use of Sedation and General Anesthesia by Dentists

STATUTORY AUTHORITY: 32 M.R.S.A. §1073

PURPOSE: Minor typographical changes (section headings need to be bolded); Section VII needs to be amended to include on-site inspections for licensed physicians and licensed dentists who will be providing sedation services in a dental office; amend to include a fee for these on-site inspections.

AFFECTED PARTIES: All licensees of the Dental Board

CHAPTER 16: Rules to Implement a 2-Year Pilot Project for Independent Practice Dental Hygienists to Process Dental Radiographs in Underserved Areas of the State
STATUTORY AUTHORITY: 32 M.R.S.A. §1073

PURPOSE: This Chapter implements Resolve 2011, Chapter 167 of the 125th Maine Legislature (LD 230), that required the Board to create and adopt rules for a 2-year pilot project that allows Independent Practice Dental Hygienists to Process Radiographs in Underserved Areas of the State under protocols developed by the Board. The Resolve also requires the Board to provide a report by January 15, 2013, to the Joint Standing Committee on Labor, Commerce, Research and Economic Development on the project’s ability to improve access to dental health services in federally designated dental health professional shortage areas. The report is also required to include recommendations for the continuance, discontinuance or modification of the pilot project.

CHAPTER 21: Use of Controlled Substances for Treatment of Pain
