CHAPTER 814: State Rehabilitation Tax Credit Certification Fees
STATUTORY AUTHORITY: 27 M.R.S.A. §511 (Support for state rehabilitation tax credits) 
PURPOSE: The Maine Historic Preservation Commission expects that these Rules will create a fee structure for the certification of historic rehabilitation projects in accordance with the State Rehabilitation Tax Credit Program (Chapter 813) pursuant to Title 36, section 5219-BB.
ANTICIPATED SCHEDULE: Promulgation of new Rules anticipated by April, 2012.
AFFECTED PARTIES: Taxpayers who undertake certified rehabilitations of certified historic structures located in the State.
CONSENSUS-BASED RULE DEVELOPMENT: Not contemplated.

CHAPTER 815: Historic Preservation Revolving Fund

STATUTORY AUTHORITY: 27 M.R.S.A. §512 (Historic Preservation Revolving Fund)
PURPOSE: The Maine Historic Preservation Commission expects that these Rules will deal with the development and administration of the Historic Preservation Revolving Fund pursuant to Title 27, section 512.
ANTICIPATED SCHEDULE:  Promulgation of new Rules anticipated by December, 2011.

AFFECTED PARTIES: Governmental and non-profit preservation or historical organizations seeking to acquire endangered historic properties for resale to new owners.
CONSENSUS-BASED RULE DEVELOPMENT: Not contemplated.
