EXPECTED 2012 – 2013 RULE-MAKING ACTIVITY:
CHAPTER 501: Use of Museum Facilities
Statutory or other basis – 27 MRSA §85-A.

Purpose of the rule – To update rules regarding security and access to restricted areas throughout the museum and off-site collections storage facilities
Schedule for adoption – By February 1, 2013

Listing of affected parties – Museum staff, visitors to the museum, and workers in museum spaces
CHAPTER 505: Collections
Statutory or other basis – 27 MRSA §85-A.3, §86, and §86-A
Purpose of the rule – To update rules regarding authority for purchase of Maine State Museum collections

Schedule for adoption – By February 1, 2013
Listing of affected parties – Museum staff, Maine State Museum Commission members, and donors who provide funds for purchase of museum collections
CHAPTER 506: Public Access to and Use of Museum Collections
Statutory or other basis – 27 MRSA §85-A.3

Purpose of the rule – To update rules regarding access to and use of museum collections
Schedule for adoption – By February 1, 2013
Listing of affected parties – Persons or organizations wishing to gain access to Maine State Museum collections for reference and study purposes; persons or organizations wishing to gain access to archaeological artifacts, sites, and related data; persons wishing to photograph museum collections; persons or firms wishing to publish photographs of museum collections; persons wishing access to museum records

CHAPTER 511: Conservation Center
Statutory or other basis – 27 MRSA §85-A.3

Purpose of the rule – To up-date rules, and possibly delete this chapter, to reflect that the Maine State Museum Conservation Center is no longer an active program of the Maine State Museum
Schedule for adoption – By February 1, 2013
Listing of affected parties – Persons or organizations wishing to obtain conservation services from the Maine State Museum Conservation Center
CHAPTER 521: Public Services
Statutory basis – 27 MRSA §85-A.

Purpose of the rule – To update rules regarding school programs offered at the museum and establish rules for the awarding of stipends, within available funds for specific projects, to offset travel costs (primarily school bus expenses) for students participating in educational programs at the museum.
Schedule for adoption – By December 1, 2012

Listing of affected parties – School districts and other educational entities that send students to the Maine State Museum to participate in educational programs.
CHAPTER 551: Acceptance of Works of Art from Estates
Statutory or other basis – 27 MRSA §85-A.3 and §§ 91-93
Purpose of the rule – To update rules regarding acceptance of works of art from estates to include other types of collections
Schedule for adoption – By July 1, 2013
Listing of affected parties – Persons wishing to donate works of art or other types of collections from estates in lieu of taxes
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
