CHAPTER 1: Rules of State Board of Professional Engineers
STATUTORY BASIS: 32 MRSA §1306(2)
PURPOSE: This chapter will be rescinded and replaced. The Rule will be divided into six smaller chapters, rather than two, to make information more accessible. Definitions are added to clarify language. Punctuation and spelling errors are corrected. Excess and redundant language is eliminated.
