EMERGENCY RULES ADOPTED SINCE THE LAST REGULATORY AGENDA: 
CHAPTER NUMBER AND TITLE: Chapter 26.19(2) Whiting Bay and Denny’s Bay Area, 10 Tote Limit
STATUTORY BASIS: 12 M.R.S. §§6171(3) and 6192(4) 

PURPOSE: This emergency rulemaking was for the implementation of a ten (10) tote limit of urchins in the Whiting Bay and Denny’s Bay area to protect Maine’s urchin resource due to the risk of unusual damage and imminent depletion of the urchin resource to reduce overall fishing mortality. This also allowed for the resource to progress towards being rebuilt. 
EFFECTIVE DATE OF ADOPTED RULE: December 7, 2012

AFFECTED PARTIES: Urchin harvesters and dealers
CHAPTER NUMBER AND TITLE: Chapter 11.10(1)(F) Atlantic Sea Scallops, Shellstock Ratio to Meat Conversion, Possession Limit, Daily Limit Daily Possession Limit and 11.22 2012-13 Closures (10) Inner Blue Hill Harbor.
STATUTORY BASIS: 12 M.R.S. §6171(3) 

PURPOSE: This emergency rulemaking was for the implementation of a conservation closure located in the Inner Blue Hill Harbor Area in order to protect Maine’s scallop resource due to the risk of unusual damage and imminent depletion. In addition, a clarification on the regulation pertaining to daily possession limits was required to ensure that the shellstock-to-meat conversion is applied to the entire state, not just Cobscook Bay as it currently exists, and the prevention of scallop transfers from one vessel to another at sea as this assisted enforcement in ensuring that the resource was not overharvested and depleted, particularly from the Limited Access Areas.

PURPOSE: This emergency rulemaking was for the implementation of a conservation closure located in the Muscongus portion of the Muscongus/West Penobscot Bay Limited Access Area, the Southeast Harbor portion of the Eastern Penobscot Limited Access Area and the Eastern Moosabec Reach portion of The Reach Limited Access Area in order to protect Maine’s scallop resource due to the risk of unusual damage and imminent depletion. The Department was concerned that unrestricted harvesting during the remainder of the 2012/2013 fishing season in these areas would deplete a severely diminished resource beyond its ability to recover. 
EFFECTIVE DATE OF ADOPTED RULE: December 22, 2012
AFFECTED PARTIES: Scallop harvesters and dealers

CHAPTER NUMBER AND TITLE: 45.05(1)(A)(2) Shrimp Season, 2013 

STATUTORY BASIS: 12 M.R.S. §6171, §6171(3), §6192(4)

PURPOSE: To set the annual shrimp season for the harvest year 2013. Parallel regular rulemaking followed.
EFFECTIVE DATE OF ADOPTED RULE: January 16, 2013 

AFFECTED PARTIES: The commercial shrimp fleet and the wholesale and retail seafood industry

CHAPTER NUMBER AND TITLE: Chapter 11.22 2012-13 Closures (14) Gouldsboro & Dyer Bays
(15) Damariscotta River (16) Somes Sound
STATUTORY BASIS: 12 M.R.S. §6171(3) 

PURPOSE: This emergency rulemaking was for the implementation of a conservation closure located in Gouldsboro & Dyer Bays, Damariscotta River and Somes Sound in order to protect Maine’s scallop resource due to the risk of unusual damage and imminent depletion. The Department was concerned that unrestricted harvesting during the remainder of the 2012/2013 fishing season in Gouldsboro & Dyer Bays, Damariscotta River and Somes Sound would deplete a severely diminished resource beyond its ability to recover.
EFFECTIVE DATE OF ADOPTED RULE: January 21, 2013
AFFECTED PARTIES: Scallop harvesters and dealers

CHAPTER NUMBER AND TITLE: Chapter 55.07 Seasonal Net Restriction

STATUTORY BASIS: 12 M.R.S. §6171(3) 

PURPOSE: This emergency rulemaking prohibited the placement of nets in watercourses within Maine territorial waters between noon February 1 and noon March 22, 2013 in order to conserve marine, estuarine, and diadromous species including, but not limited to: rainbow smelt, Atlantic tomcod, sea-run brook trout, winter flounder, and American eel greater than six inches. Parallel regular rulemaking followed.
EFFECTIVE DATE OF ADOPTED RULE: February 1, 2013

AFFECTED PARTIES: Commercial fishing harvesters and dealers

CHAPTER NUMBER AND TITLE: Chapter 11.22 2012-13 Closures (17) Inner Western Penobscot Area (18) Union River (19) Whiting Bay and Denny’s Bay Area. 
STATUTORY BASIS: 12 M.R.S. §6171(3) 

PURPOSE: This emergency rulemaking was for the implementation of a conservation closure located in the Inner Western Penobscot Limited Access Area, the Union River, and the Whiting Bay and Denny’s Bay Limited Access Area in order to protect Maine’s scallop resource due to the risk of unusual damage and imminent depletion. The Department was concerned that unrestricted harvesting during the remainder of the 2012/2013 fishing season in these areas may deplete a severely diminished resource beyond its ability to recover. 
EFFECTIVE DATE OF ADOPTED RULE: February 23, 2013
AFFECTED PARTIES: Scallop harvesters and dealers

CHAPTER NUMBER AND TITLE: Chapter 11.09 Atlantic Sea Scallop Harvesting Season (2)(C) and 11.22 2012-13 Closures (20) East Bay and South Bay Area.
STATUTORY BASIS: 12 M.R.S. §6171(3) 

PURPOSE: This emergency rulemaking was for the implementation of a conservation closure of the East Bay and South Bay Area in order to protect Maine’s scallop resource due to the risk of unusual damage and imminent depletion. A significant immediate conservation closure of East Bay and South Bay as well as a reduction of four days (two subsequent Sundays and Mondays-March 10,11,17,18) from the remaining Zone 3 calendar was necessary to lessen the impact of dragging activities on sublegal product in the area.
EFFECTIVE DATE OF ADOPTED RULE: March 9, 2013
AFFECTED PARTIES: Scallop harvesters and dealers
CHAPTER NUMBER AND TITLE: Chapter 8.10(C)(3) Elver Dealer Reporting Requirements
STATUTORY BASIS: 12 M.R.S. §6171(3) 

PURPOSE: This emergency regulation required elver dealer license holders to report what they receive from elver harvesters on a weekly basis for the 2013 elver harvesting season. Previously, elver dealer license holders were required to report their information on a monthly basis. Weekly reporting of elver landings gave the DMR critical information for enforcement and resource protection of this valuable American eel fishery.

AFFECTED PARTIES: Elver dealers
CHAPTER NUMBER AND TITLE: Chapter 34.10(1)(B) Maine Groundfish Management Plan –Size , Possession and Gear Restrictions; Northeast Multispecies Fishery Regulations Compliance.
STATUTORY BASIS: 12 M.R.S. §6171(3) 

PURPOSE: These emergency regulations were implemented for compliance and consistency with Framework 48 and Framework 50 of the Northeast Multispecies Fishery Management Plan and NOAA Fisheries Service regulations effective May 1, 2013. This rule applies to commercial and/or recreational groundfish harvesters in the Gulf of Maine. Specifically, changes to the allowable minimum fish size for certain species of groundfish for both commercial and recreational harvesters were implemented. Emergency rulemaking was necessary in order to meet the federal compliance measure timeline. Parallel regular rulemaking followed.
EFFECTIVE DATE OF ADOPTED RULE: May 16, 2013
AFFECTED PARTIES: Commercial fishing harvesters and dealers
CHAPTER NUMBER AND TITLE: Chapter 41.30 Menhaden Program; Limit Reduction.
STATUTORY BASIS: 12 M.R.S. §6171(3) 

PURPOSE: This measure reduced the daily catch limit and carrier vessel capacity from a maximum of 250,000 lbs. to 120,000 lbs. as approved by the Atlantic States Marine Fisheries Commission’s (ASMFC) Atlantic Menhaden Management Board at its May 21, 2013 meeting. This reduction was due to implementation of an episodic fishery provision within Amendment 2 to the Interstate Fishery Management Plan for Atlantic Menhaden. Parallel regular rulemaking followed.
EFFECTIVE DATE OF ADOPTED RULE: June 6, 2013

AFFECTED PARTIES: Menhaden harvesters and processors
CHAPTER NUMBER AND TITLE: Chapter 24.10(1)(D)(6) Maine – Restricted Area for American oyster

STATUTORY BASIS: 12 M.R.S. §6171(3) 

PURPOSE: This emergency rulemaking added the territorial waters of the Sheepscot River and all tributaries north of the Route 1 bridge connecting Wiscasset and Edgecomb, including but not limited to the Marsh River, Sherman Lake and Deer Meadow Brook, to the list of restricted areas for the movement of the American oyster (Crassostrea virginica) when the size of the oyster was greater than 3 mm. The justification for this chosen boundary was based on environmental conditions most conducive to MSX occurring north of the Route 1 Bridge and no natural populations of oysters known to occur south of the bridge that would be exposed to this disease. MSX is an oyster disease caused by a microscopic parasite. Parallel regular rulemaking followed.

To update rules for consistency with new statutes or amend for clarifications and technical corrections; seed lobster fund rules; double tags requirements for enforcement; rules regarding island limited entry for lobster fishing communities; and rules regarding the use of fresh water and marine sources of bait. Amend the student license rules pertaining to serving a percentage of their time with their sponsor.
