A. Local Board Restrictions 
1. The Local Board may not provide core services, intensive services or training services.
2. The Local Board may not mandate curricula for schools. 
3. A Local Board Member may not vote on a matter under consideration by the Board regarding provision of services by the member or the entity the member represents; matters that would provide direct financial benefit to the member, his/her immediate family; or a business with which the member or his/her immediate family is associated or any other activities that would be in conflict with the conflict of interest prohibitions outlined in the State Plan.  Conflict or conflict of interest does not include an action having a de minims economic impact or which affects to the same degree a class consisting of the general public or a subclass consisting of an industry, occupation, or other group which includes the Local Board member or a member of his immediate family, or a business with which he or a member of his immediate family is associated.
