Cold Stream Forest [image: ]
Cold Stream Forest is an 8,153 acre tract of high value forest lands and riparian habitat near Route 201 and The Forks. The property is an actively harvested commercial forest that contains nine undeveloped ponds and 30 miles of streams providing exemplary wild native brook trout habitat; critical habitat for the federally threatened Canada Lynx; and more than 3,000 acres of deer wintering areas. This land protects more intact wild brook trout pond populations than exist in Massachusetts, Vermont and New Hampshire combined. Additionally, the Cold Stream Forest is nationally significant, ranked #3 in the country for the U.S. Forest Service’s 2014 Forest Legacy Program.
This property increases popular recreational opportunities in the area, ranging from fly fishing and hunting to snowmobiling and whitewater rafting. It also protects eight miles of Interconnected Trail System (ITS) trails and more than 38 miles of undeveloped stream and pond shorelines.
