CONSENT DECREE

NOW COME the parties and agree as follows:

1

That Mae Shaw alleged a February 7, 2003 work-related injury while employed at The Woodlands,
Inc.

That Mae Shaw gave notice of incapacity from work for her alleged injury on February 8, 2003.

That Mae Shaw was compensated and received subsequent compensation for her alleged period of
incapacity.

That the final payment to Mae Shaw, dated May 10, 2005, was made seven hundred forty-three (743)
days after the previous indemnity payment, dated April 28, 2003.

That pursuant to 39-A M.R.S.A. §205(3) a penalty of $1,500.00 is warranted.

That nothing in this agreement shall be construed as a waiver of Mae Shaw's right to seek any weekly
compensation benefits that she is or may be entitled to.

WHEREFORE, pursuant to 39-A M.R.S.A. §205(3), Cambridge Integrated Services Group, Inc.
shall be assessed a penalty of $1,500.00 payable to Mae Shaw. This penalty check shall stipulate that,
“This penalty payment is made pursuant to a Maine Workers' Compensation Board Audit”. A copy
