NOW COME the parties and agree as follows:

1. That Thomas Blancato alleged a February 15, 2001 work-related injury while employed at Hebert
Construction.

2. That Thomas Blancato was initially compensated for his alleged injury on July 24, 2001.
3. That subsequent payments were made to Thomas Blancato pursuant to 39-A M.R.S.A. §205(2).

4. That the subsequent incapacity payment due on December 18, 2001 was paid by check on
November 5, 2002.

5. That the payment due on December 18, 2001 was paid three hundred twenty-two (322) days late.
6. That pursuant to 39-A M.R.S.A. §205(3) a penalty of $1,500.00 is warranted.

7. That nothing in this agreement shall be construed as a waiver of Thomas Blancato's right to seek any
weekly compensation benefits that he is or may be entitled to.

WHEREFORE, pursuant to 39-A M.R.S.A. §205(3), Dunlap Claims Management Service shall be
assessed a penalty of $1,500.00 payable to Thomas Blancato.
