The purpose of this specification is to establish qualifications and certification standards for law enforcement chaplains.

Certification:
A. 
Successfully complete a standard MCJA Background investigation conducted by the sponsoring or employing agency before attending the Law Enforcement Chaplain Training Program.

B. 
Be employed or appointed by a law enforcement agency as a law enforcement chaplain.
C.
Be an ecclesiastically certified person in good standing and endorsed for law enforcement chaplaincy by a recognized religious body.
D.
Have a minimum of two (2) years’ experience in ministry.
E. 
Complete the Maine Criminal Justice Academy’s Law Enforcement Chaplain’s Training Program or its equivalent within 1 year or at the next available training class. 

Recertification: 
The certification will be active for three (3) years from the date of initial certification and predicated on continued employment or sponsorship from a law enforcement agency, as well as continued ecclesiastic certification. The recertification application will be on the Academy approved form and signed by the chief executive officer of the law enforcement agency.
A. Attend a minimum of 8 hours of chaplain training within the three (3) year certification period.
