This is to notify you that Blue Sky East, LLC, c/o First Wind 179 Lincoln Street, Suite
500, Boston MA 02111, filed a Grid Scale Wind Energy Development Permit
Application with the Maine Land Use Regulation Commission (*“the Commission”)
pursuant to the provisions of 35-A M.R.S., § 3451 et seq. and 12 M.R.S., 8§ 685-B to
build a wind power project in T16 MD, Hancock County, Maine. This area is LURC
zoned as General Management Subdistrict (M-GN), with areas of Wetland Protection
Subdistrict (P-WL) and Shoreland Protection Subdistrict (P-SL).

Blue Sky East, LLC is seeking development permit approval from the Commission for 19
Vestas wind turbines with a potential output of 1.8 megawatts (MW) per turbine, and a
combined potential output of 34 MW. The turbines will be located on Bull Hill and
Heifer Hill in T16 MD. The project would also include: access to the turbines utilizing
new and existing roads; 34.5 kilovolt (kV) underground collector lines connecting the
turbines; a new substation; an operations and maintenance building; and up to four
permanent meteorological towers. Power from the project would connect directly from
the new substation to an existing 115kV transmission line.

The Grid Scale Wind Energy Development Permit Application was submitted to the
LURC Commission’s office in Augusta (Maine Department of Conservation, 18 Elkins
Lane, Harlow Building, 4th floor) on January 31, 2011. Commission staff accepted this
application for the “Bull Hill Wind Project’ as complete for processing on February 2,
2011. Copies of the complete application will be made available in Maine at the Hancock
County Commissioners Office at 50 State Street, Ellsworth; the Land Use Regulation
Commission Regional Office at 106 Hogan Road, Suite 7, Bangor; and the Eastbrook
Town Office at 959 Eastbrook Road, Eastbrook. A copy of the complete application is
posted on LURC’s website: Blue Sky East-Bull Hill Wind Project Application for DP-
4886

Requests for a public hearing or for Intervenor status must be submitted in writing to the
Commission by 12:00 PM (noon) Wednesday, February 23, 2011, at the LURC Augusta
office. Written comments from interested persons will be accepted during the review of
the application.

I am writing to you about First Wind's plans to build a "wind farm"
in Township 16.

We live year round at 877 Sugar Hill Road in Eastbrook, and have
done since 1974.

While we are not opposed in principle to wind energy, we are
concerned that one of the turbine site's in Township 16 selected by
First Wind is very close (a few tenths of a mile) to the Eastbrook
line, which will put it less than a mile from three homes at the end
of Sugar Hill Road, and only about four tenths of a mile more from five others.

In other words, that wind turbine tower would be within a mile of
several homes in Eastbrook, and therefore in violation of the wind
power ordinance recently passed by Eastbrook's Planning Board and
currently under review by the State in Augusta (after which to be
considered at an Eastbrook Town Meeting).

As far as we know, that is the only wind turbine tower planned for
Township 16 which would be so close to homes in Eastbrook.

Accordingly, as you review First Wind's plan for Township 16, we ask
that you require First Wind either to remove that turbine site from
the project or at least to relocate it to a position where it will
not be so close to homes in Eastbrook.

Mr. Murphy,

As a resident of Eastbrook who lives very close to the Township 16 boundary line, | am very
concerned about the proposed siting of wind turbines there by First Wind. The Maine Medical
Association has recommended a moratorium on wind turbine development until the health risks to
humans can be fully assessed. This recommendation has been made partly due to the health
problems that residents have encountered with the wind turbines that have already been erected and
brought online. Please heed the MMA's advice and refuse at this time to allow more turbines to be
erected in Maine and particularly in Township 16.

| have followed closely the meetings in Eastbrook involving First Wind and our town and its proposed
wind power ordinance. Throughout the winter, spring and summer, Dave Fowler, the project manager,
led us to believe that First Wind planned up to 48 turbines in Eastbrook and Twnshp 16, each to be
476' tall and using 1.8MW Vestas turbines. Then in the fall, at one of the very last meetings of our
Planning Committee, Mr. Fowler raises his hand to state that First Wind may want to put up 3MW
turbines on 500' towers. "They're just one decibel louder," he said. My point here is that what First
Wind says now to you is its intent may not be its intent at all. First Wind is an energy corporation
whose CEO Paul Gaynor is a former Enron executive and whose objective is to make money. The
government of Maine must protect its citizens from exploitation of its natural resources to the detriment
of our everyday lives and our enjoyment of our natural environment. Maine government must protect
its citizens from the major noise pollution, with its unknown health effects, and the major scenic
disruption on our ridgelines that is being sought by corporate interests.

Health is wealth. Without it, all the money or jobs or whatever one thinks is important, becomes quite
UNimportant until health is regained. I, my family and my neighbors need to be sure that our health will
not be put in jeopardy for some hoped-for economic gain. The effects of low frequency noise have not
had enough adequate study to make clear judgments.
