Can Do: 
Ticks pose a high health risk to students due to 

the numerous diseases certain species may carry.  

• Promptly and properly remove ticks: Grasp 

close to skin with fine forceps or tick removal 

tool. Gently pull until it releases. Do not twist 

tick. Clean the wound.  

• Identify tick species (compare with images on 

other side). Learn which species carry which 

diseases and symptoms associated with each. 

• Establish school policies for student and staff 

use of repellents and protective clothing when 

outdoors.
