In accordance with Title 5 MRS, §17652, sub-§6, membership in the Maine Public Employees Retirement System (MainePERS) is optional for Substitute Teachers.
Maine law requires that these employees must make an election at the time of initial hire whether to be a member of the MainePERS.  Once an election is made, the election is irrevocable with respect to all subsequent employment with the same employer when membership in the program is not mandatory.
