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1.  Approach 

a. Describe specific activities and accomplishments... 

For the 2012-2013 funding year, ME FPOSP concentrated its efforts on training individuals in more 
remote and underserved areas of the state, e.g. Aroostook and Washington counties.  We continued 
to reach out to school groups and provided resources and training to educators when requested.  We 
made efforts to promote National Invasive Species Awareness Week by scheduling outreach events 
and trainings that week, as well as wrote a press release.  Details of accomplishments below… 
 
i. Tie in to National Invasive Species Awareness Week (NISAW; March 3-8, 2013) 

 Wrote a press release (attachment 1) that was also made available on the Maine Invasive 
Species Network (MISN) website.   

 Provided a TTT training in Presque Isle during that week. 

 Provided FPOSP tabling at the 14
th
 Annual Maine Milfoil Summit, and the Portland Flower 

Show. 

 Gave presentations on invasive forest pests at the MELNA workshop, the Arborists Association 
annual meeting, a state park’s education day, etc. 

 Promoted the newly finished mini-documentary we produced with the previous year’s grant 
“Foes of the Forests: Maine’s Trees at Risk from Invasive Insects”. 

ii. Conduct TTT sessions  

 We conducted four TTT sessions, three of which were in remote areas of the state – Aroostook 
and Washington counties.  One hundred people were trained.  Details in table below. 

iii. Reach out to Educators and active community members 

 Last year’s TTT sessions yielded some active young educators who developed their own 
presentations and provided outreach to K-6 school groups and classrooms.  FPOSP provided 
technical assistance, outreach materials, and incentive items to the volunteers. 

 Gave talks to retirement communities, Lion’s club, forestry students, etc. 

 Provided outreach materials and support to a volunteer involved in promoting invasive forest 
pest outreach at four Agricultural Fairs (Windsor, Litchfield, Pittsfield, Farmington). 

 Created a new t-shirt for current and future trained volunteers (attachment 2; internal bidding 
process created delays, which was the reason for the agreement extension). 

iv. Tabling at various events 

 Conservation fairs, agricultural fairs, trades shows, etc. 

v. Mass media and social media outreach 

 Provided dvd copies of our mini-documentary (Foes of the Forests) to seven local access cable 
t.v. stations.  At least four of the stations aired the documentary numerous times over the 
summer. 

 Maintain the Maine Bug Watch facebook page, which links to the Maine Bug Watch twitter page 
– 192 posts were made during the reporting period, with “The number of impressions of your 
Page post” = 35,173.  Currently have 288 “friends”. 

 Volunteer network promotes invasive forest pest info on their webpages and facebook pages
